The student welfare procedures and practices that operate at Irrawang Public School are designed to promote effective learning for all students in a happy and safe environment.   

These policies and practices are underpinned by the school’s expectations. These expectations were derived from extensive community consultation and discussion with the entire school community: Students, Teachers, Parents and Community.


	 Context 

    Irrawang Public School implements PBL systems.  

· PBL is a consistent, school-wide system of support that helps define, teach and support appropriate student behaviours.
· PBL is designed to be responsive to individual school’s current social and educational challenges and encourages schools to reflect on their systems and practices to determine if they are having a positive impact on student learning.

· PBL creates effective teaching/learning environments where students make the positive behaviour choices that support academic success.

· PBL focuses on prevention of problem behaviours and instruction in appropriate behaviours.

Opportunities for your child when they consistently display the Aussie 5 and Gold face behaviours include:

IN THE CLASSROOM: Students with no negative behaviour forms for the week will be able to climb The Ladder of High Expectations. This is displayed in their classrooms. Once your child has increased 10 rungs, they will be able to participate in the end of term reward.

IN THE PLAYGROUND: Students receive Wunduwi cards for displaying appropriate behaviours in the playground. These cards are then entered into a weekly draw for students to win canteen vouchers.
 

AT PBL ASSEMBLIES: Every Monday afternoon, two students from each class are awarded a PBL certificate for showing the PBL focus for the week.
